When an adopt-
ing agency adopts ainendments and/or additions to the reflerence
Uniform Building Code, the provisions of such ameudments and
additions are published in the text of the State Buikling Code.

The 1981 publication of the (Compiled) State Building Standurds
Code only updates Parst 2, State Building Code and Part 3, Suate
Elcetrical Code to the new format. It is the intent of the State Build-
ing Standards Commission to updale Part 4 and Part 5 to the new
format in the 1982 publication of the (Compiled) State Buslding
Code.

INTRODUCTION

Title 24 of the California Administrative Code contains the build-
ing standards adopted by all state agencies and is divided into eight
parts, as follows:

Administrative Regulstions
State Building Code
State Electrical Code
Basic Mechanical Regulations
Basic Phunbing Regulations
Special Building Regulations
Elevator Safety Hegulations
Historical Building Regulations

Part 2 is patterned after the Uniforin Building Code.

Part 2 (Stale Building Code) applies to:

The construction, alteration, moving, demolition, repair and use of
any building or structure within the authority of any state agency,
and is based on the Uniform Building Code, 1979 edition. These
regulations shall not apply to work located primarily in a public way,
public utility towers and poles, mechanical equipment not specifi-
cally regulated in the code.

Part 6 of Title 24 should be reviewed, as it contains “Special Build-
ing Standards™ which may be on the same or reluted subjects found
in Part 2.

Title

Sec. 2-100. The provisions contained in this part shall be known as the State Build-
ng Code of the (Compiled) State Building Standsrds Code as defined in Section

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Purpose

Sec. 3-101. (a) To provide minimum standards to safeguard life or limb, bealil,,
property, and public welare and by regulating and controlling the design, construc-
tion, quality of matesiaks, use and accupancy, location and maintenance of all buildiags
and structures within the scope of this Code.

(b} To assure that barrier-free design is incorporated in sl buildings, facilities, site
work and other developments to which this Code applies to assure that they are
accessible to, and usable by, physically handicapped persons.

Scope
Sec. 2-302  (a) The provision of these building standards shall apply to the con-
struction, alteration, moving. demolition, repair and use of any building or structure
within the authority of any state agency. These building standards shall not spply to
work located primarily in a public way, public utility towers and poles, inechamical
equipment not specifically regulated in these building standards.
NOTE: It is not the intent of this section that every existing occupancy within
the scope of the State Fire Marshal's jurisdiction, mandatorily conform or be made
to confurm to the new construction requirements selative to fire, panic and
explosion safety. Reasonable judgiment must be exercised by the enforcing agency
in the application of these building standards to existing occupancics.
(b) These building standards shull apply to both new and existing buildings, facih-
tics site work, and other developments intended for use by the public which huve any
reasonable availability to, or usage by, physically bandicapped persons.

NOTE: Sce Titie 21, CAC, for non-building regulations relating to physically-
handicapped persons.

Non-Bullding Regulations
Sec. 2-103. Requirements contained in the UBC, or in any other referenced stand-
ard, code or document, which are not building standards as defined in Section 18912,
Health and Sufety Code shall not be construed as a part of the provisions of this Code
For the applicabitity of regulations relating to maintenance, operation, use, hinita-
tions or prohubitions, and siniilus non-building regulations, see other Tules of the
California Administrative Code.

Order of Precedence

Sec. 2-104. (a) In the event of any differences between these building standards
and the standard reference documents, the text of these building stundurds shall
govern. Where a specific provision varies from s general provision, the specific provi-
sion shall apply.

(b) Nothing in these building standards shall diminish the requireinents of the
State Fire Marshal.

Application

Sec. 2-105. (a) Buildings, premises, sites and structures within the scope of juris-
diction of any State adopting agency shall be made to conform to the provisions of this
Code, but only to the extent the adopting sgency bas been granted the authority by
the State Legislature to regulate these buildings, premises, sites and structures.
