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INTRODUCTION

This document is a reprint of all the requirements pertaining to access to
buildings by the handicapped which are contained in Title 24 of the
California Administrative Code. The reprinted material is taken from Part
2, Part 3 and Part 5.

New regulations that will go into effect September 15, 1984 are marked by
vertical bars at the page margins.

Because the reprint contains only those items which were adopted by the
Office of the State Architect for access by the handicapped, it is not
necessary to use the adoption tables which are included. They are provided
only to familiarize you with the use of Title 24.

. Title

Sec. 2-100. The provisions contained in this part shall be known
as the State Building Code of the (Compiled) State Building Standards
Code as defined in Section 18910, Health and Safety Code, may be cited

as such and are referred to hereafter as ''these regulations'' or
''these building standards'' or ''this Code'’.

Purpose
Sec. 2-101.

(a) Standards. To provide minimum standards to safeguard life or
limb, health, property, and public welfare and by regulating and
controlling the design, construction, quality of materials, use and
occupancy, location and maintenance of all buildings and structures
within the scope of this Code.

(b) Incorporation. To assure that barrier free design  is
incorporated in all buildings, facilities, site work and other
developments to which this Code applies to assure that they are
accessible to, and usable by, physically handicapped persons.

Scope

Sec. 2-102.

{a) Application. The oprovision of these building standards shall
apply to the construction, alteration, moving, demolition, repair
and use of any building or structure within the authority of any
state  agency. These building standards shall not apply to work
lTocated primarily in a public way, public utility towers and poles
or mechanical equipment not specifically regulated in these building

standards.

. NOTE: It s not the intent of this section that every existing
occupancy within the scope of the State Fire Marshal's jurisdiction,
mandatorily conform or be made to conform to the new construction
requirements relative to fire, panic and explosion safety.
Reasonable judgment must be exercised by the enforcing agency in the
application of these building standards to existing occupancies.

(b) Effective Date. The effective date of the Office of the State
Architect's handicap accessibility regulations 1in the State Building
Code, State Electrical Code, State Plumbing Code, and in the State
Elevator Construction Code shall be July 1, 1982.
The effective date of the Office of the State Architect, Structural
Safety Section's vregulations in Chapters 2-1, 2-4, 2-23, 2-24, 2-25,
2-26, 2-27, 2-28, 2-29, 2-30, 2-32, 2-37, 2-47, 2-54, and 2-60 in the
State Building Code shall be on the date of publication of this
supplement.

The enforcing agency shall, annually,

update the valuation threshold to a current amount based on

the increase in the index since the last figure used.

Sec. 2-106. This part fundamentally adopts the UBC by reference on
a chapter by chapter basis. Such adoption is reflected in the adoption
table of each chapter of this part. When the adoption table of a
chapter of this part makes no reference to a specific chapter of the
UBC, such chapter of the UBC is not adopted as a portion of this Code.

Validity

Sec. 2-107. If any chapter, section, subsection, sentence, clause
or phrase of this Code 1is for any reason held to be unconstitutional,
contrary to statute, exceeding the authority of the State as stipulated
by statutes, or otherwise inoperative, such decision shall not affect
the validity of the remaining portion of this Code.

Bureau of Mines, National Institute for
Occupational Safety and Health, or other OSHA accredited testing
laboratories.

(b) The Division of Occupational Safety and Health may require
proof in addition to that wunder (a) that the products,
materials, devices, systems, or dinstallations will provide
reasonable safety.

(c) When these orders require an approval of products, materials,
devices, systems, or installations and that approval 1is not
available under (a), it will be necessary to submit engineering
calculations, stress analysis, and other data for each design,
model, or make, for which an approval is requested.

NOTE: This means that the product 1is approved as to design,
strength, material, capacity, make, and model. It does not mean
that each specific item requires an individual approval.

(e) Pedestrian Ramp. Pedestrian ramp is a sloping path of travel
intended for pedestrian traffic and as differentiated from a curb
ramp.

(f) Pedestrian Grade Separation. Pedestrian grade separation is a
structure erected over or under an obstacle such as a freeway,
roadway, street, railroad, stream, etc., and intended primarily for
pedestrian use.

{g) Pedestrian Way. Pedestrian way 1is a route by which a
pedestrian may pass.

(h) Permanent. Permanent shall mean facilities which are intended
to be used for periods Tonger than those designated in this Code
under the definition of temporary.

(i) Physically Handicapped. Physically handicapped shall mean
individuals whe have impairments, either permanent or temporary in
nature, as follows:

1. Impairments which affect ambulation due to cerebral palsy,
poliomyelitis, spinal  cord injury, amputation, arthritis,
cardiac and pulmonary conditions, and other conditions or
diseases which reduce mobility, including aging.

2. Impairments that require the use of crutches, canes or
wheelchairs.

3. Total blindness or impairments affecting sight to the extent
that the individual functioning in public areas may be
insecure or exposed to danger.

4. Deafness or hearing impairments that may expose  an
individual to danger or insecurity.

(j) Platform, Unenclosed. Platform, Unenclosed 1is a horizontal,
generally level and raised surface for speakers, performances,
displays, etc., as distinguished from ''platforms'' which are
enclosed.

(a) General. The provisions of this section apply to the
specified types of facilities and identify specific requirements of
accessibility and wusability which shall be provided for each of the
Tisted occupancy uses.

(b) Auditoriums, Assembly Halls, Theaters and Related Facilities.

1. Seating. Seating for the handicapped shall be accessible
from the main Tlobby or from a primary entrance, together with
related toilet facilities.

(1) When the seating capacity exceeds 500, one additional

NOTE: For rwuseums, orientation buildings, visitor centers,
office buildings, retail stores, restaurants, etc. and sanitary
facilities serving these uses, see Chapters 2-6 through 2-14.

2-1711.

General. Sanitary facilities that serve buildings, facilities,

or portions of buildings or facilities that are required by these

standards to be accessible to the physically handicapped, shall
conform to the following requirements, except as specifically
exempted in other portions of this Code.

NOTE: See  Section P-1502, Part 5, Chapter 15 of Title 24 for

additional sanitation standards.

EXCEPTION: In  existing buildings or facilities, when the

enforcing agency determines that compliance with any building

standard under this section would create an unreasonable hardship,
an exception to such standard shall be granted when equivalent
facilitation is provided.

Whe? equivalent facilitation is used, the following criteria shall

apply:

1. Al sanitary facilities are not vrequired to comply with
these building standards when the enforcing agency determines
that sanitary facilities are accessible to and usable by
physically handicapped persons within a reasonable distance
of accessible areas.

2. Equivalent facilitation would provide for either a lateral
or front transfer toilet stall.

NOTE: See Figure 17-1C.

3. Equivalent facilitation would require doors to have a clear
unobstructed opening of at least 30-in (762 mm).

Separate Facilities. Where separate facilities are provided

for non-handicapped persons of each sex, separate faci’ities shall

be provided for handicapped persons of each sex also. Where unisex
facilities are provided for non-handicapped persons, such unisex
facilities shall be previded for the handicapped.

Accessible Floors. Where sanitary facilities are located on

accessible floors of a building, they shall be made accessible to

the physically handicapped.

Where Used By Children. Where facilities are planned to be

used solely by smail children, the specific heights may be adjusted

to meet their accessibility needs.

Passageways. Passageways leading to sanitary facilities shall

have a clear access width as specified in Chapter 2-33. All

doorways leading to such sanitary facilities shall have:

1. Clear Opening. A clear unobstructed opening width of 32-in
(812.8 mm). :

2. Level Area. A level and clear area for a minimum depth of
60-in (1524 mm) in the direction of the door swing as measured at
right angles to the plane of the door in 1its closed position, and
44-in (1117.6 mm) where the door swings away from the level and
clear area.

3. Identification Symbols. On doorways leading to men's
sanitary facilities, an equilateral triangle 1/4 -in (6.35 mm)
thick with edges 12-in (304.8 mm) long and a vertex pointing

upward and on women's sanitary facilities a circle 1/4 -in (6.35 mm)
thick and 12-in (304.8 mm) in diameter.

These geometric symbols shall be centered on the door at a height of
60-in (1524 mm) and their color and contrast shall be distinctly
different from the color and contrast of the door.

(f) Multiple Accammodation Toilet. Multiple accommodation toilet
facilities shall have the following:
NOTE: See definition in Chapter 2-4.

Wheelchair Clearance. A clear space measured from the floor
to a height of 27-in (685.8 mm) above the floor, within the
sanitary facility room, of sufficient size to inscribe a circle
with a diameter not less than 60-in (1524 mm), or a clear space
56-in x 63-in (1422.4 mm x 1600.2 mm) in size. Doors other than
the door to the handicapped toilet compartment 1in any position
may encroach into this space by not more than 12-in (304.8 mm).

Clear Space. A water closet fixture located in a
compartment shall provide a 28-in (711.2 mm) wide clear space
from a fixture or a 32-in (812.8 mm) wide clear space from a wall
at one side of the water closet and a 48-in (1219.2 mm) long
clear space in front of the water closet if the compartment has
an end opening door (facing the water closet). A 60-inch
(1524 mm) minimum length clear space shall be provided in a
compartment with the door located at the side. Grab bars shall
not project more than 3-in (76.2 mm) into the clear spaces as
specified above.

Compartment Doors. Water closet compartments shall be
equipped with a door that has an automatic closing device, and
shall have a clear unobstructed opening width of 32-in (812.8 mm)
when located at the end and 34-in (863.6 mm) when located at the
side with the door positioned at an angle of 90 degrees from its
closed position. Except for door opening widths and door swings,
a clear unobstructed access not 1less than 44-in (1117.6 mm) shall
be provided to water closet compartments designed for use by the
handicapped and the space immediately in front of a water closet
compartment shall be not less than 48-in (1219.2 mm) as measured
at right angles to compartment door in its closed position.
