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PREFACE

This Interpretive Manual was prepared by the Office of the State Architect, Access Compliance Section
(OSA/ACS). The original version, published in 1982 was the result of a combined effort between the
Office of the State Architect and the Department of Rehabilitation, and developed as the aftermath of a
series of meetings between the two offices. It was the intent of those meetings to develop an accurate and
clear understanding of the content of the access regulations.

Phone calls and letters received by OSA have made it apparent that many building officials, architects, etc.,
have similar questions regarding the regulations. It was agreed that many questions could be answered by a
manual such a this, and valuable information regarding accessibility could be included. This manual is an
atternpt to put into writing the most commonly asked questions and OSA/ACS’s answers regarding the
regulations and accessibility in general. The interpretations are the opinion of OSA/ACS.

This is an interpretive manual. The format is to recite a section of the access regulations found in the
compiled California State Building Code and follow it with OSA/ACS’s interpretation of that section.
Because it is critical that you, the reader, understand when you are reading an interpretation, and when you
are reading regulations, each interpretation is identified in three ways. We have used a large indent, a bar
along the left side the interpretation and right side justification or alignment of the text. In this way you are
assured identification of interpretations, and you will have the confidence of realizing the difference
between an interpretation and a regulation. The chronology of the regulations is the same as is found in the
compiled California Building Code.
The adoption tables provided in this manual are not necessary but are included to familiarize you with their
use and would be necessary if you were using the compiled California Building Code.

The Office of the State Architect/Access Compliance Section has staff available to respond to questions
regarding the access regulations, either through our hotline or by correspondence.

- Enforcement of these regulations is accomplished by various agencies as described in Section 110(b)11.C. .

Since those agencies have final and sole authority for enforcement the interpretations in this manual may
differ from a decision made by other enforcing agencies.

Since the regulations are not cast in stone, they are subject to change; the same is true for this manual. The
interpretations are our opinion of how the regulations should be applied. They are not law and may change
due to court decisions, changes of policy or administration.

INTRODUCTION

Here is our third edition of the Interpretive Manual. As with the first and second editions,
this document contains all of the regulations on access that are promulgated by the Office
of the State Architect (OSA) and published in Title 24 of the California Administrative
Code, the State Building Code. The regulations affect both publicly and privately funded
buildings. To gain a thorough understanding of how to use these regulations it is impor-
tant that you read Chapter 1A. This chapter explains Title 24, it’s relationship to the
Uniform Building Code (UBC), the interface between the two codes, how to use the
matrix adoption tables located in the appendix, and especially the application of OSA’s
access regulations. The application section describes three important issues:

1. Where access is to be applied,
2. Who enforces the access regulations, and
3. The legislative authority requiring OSA to write these regulations.

With this edition we have made necessary changes that reflect recent changes in Title 24,
as follows: :

Editorial changes to integrate the regulations into a new merged Title 24/UBC format.

Addition of the more generally accepted term “physically disabled” along with “handi- ;
capped.” '
Regulations requiring assistive listening systems in certain assembly areas, to benefit
hearing impaired person.

Improvements to access in hotel rooms.

Improvement to access features benefitting the visually impaired, on elevator control
buttons, stair well floor markings and sidewalk obstruction hazards.

Various other adjustments, clarifications and enhancements to improve access for pei'sons
with physical disabilities.

The Structural Safety Section of the Office of the State Architect has been delegated the responsi-
bility and authority by the Department of General Services to supervise and review the design
and observe the construction of public school buildings, the structural systems and related details
of hospital buildings and state-owned or leased essential services buildings.

Interpretation

all facilities and accommodations normally sought and used by the public in such a
building are accessible to and usable by physically handicapped persons/people with
physical disabilities.

Here we have (2) TWO very important exceptions!:

EXCEPTION 1: This section applies only to passenger vehicle service stations, shopping
centers, offices of physicians and surgeons and office buildings. You do not need to install

elevators in these multi-storied buildings. Nor do you provide access except on the ground
fioor or other accessibie levels.

EXCEPTION 22 This Section says: For those occupancies or buildings not listed above
you do not need to provide an elevator. However, you must provide a reasonabie portion of
those facilities found on the upper levels, on the ground or accessible level. For this
exception to apply, OSA-AC interprets “reasonable portion® to mean just that, a reasonable
amount, but not all. You need not provide all of what's on the inaccessible level on the
accessible level.

C. Enforcing Agency

Interpretation

(1) The director of General Services where state funds are utilized for any project or where

funds of counties, municipalities or other political subdivisions are utilized for the con-
struction of elementary, secondary or community college projects.

(2) The governing bodies where funds of counties, municipalities or other political subdivi- .,

sions are utilized except as otherwise provided above.

(3) The building department of every city, county, or city and county within the territorial

area of its city, county, or city and county, where private funds are utilized. “Building de-
partment™ means the department, bureau or officer charged with the enforcement of laws

or ordinances regulating the erection or construction, or both the erection and construc-
tion, of buildings.

Who enforces those regulations?

In privately funded projects it is the local building department. That is what it says in # (3).
and in # (2) above. For State projects enforcementis by the Department of General Services
- this translates to OSA-AC.

D. Special Conditions for the Physically Handicapped Requiring Appeals Action Ratification—

Interpretation

Whenever reference is made in these regulations to this section, the findings and determina-
tions required to be rendered by the local enforcing agency shall be subject to ratification
through an appeals process.

- Appeals Action

Throughout the regulations you will find exceptions fromthe requirements for full compliance
especially in existing buildings. However you will also find total exemptions from t_he
regulations. Whenever you find a total exemption you will be directed to the above section

which requires the enforcing agency to use it's appeals process to approve the elimination
of accessibie features.

B. Application. All privately funded public accommodations and facilities shall be accessible
to people with physical disabilities as follows:

NOTE: Seec Health and Safety Code, commencing with Section 19952.

Interpretation We now switch to the section on Privately Funded Buildings! In other words, using private
sector money.

(1) Any building, structure, facility, complex or improved area or portions thereof which is
used by the general public and shall include:
a. Auditoriums, convention centers and stadiums.
b. Hospitals, including, but not limited to, hospitals, nursing homes and convalescent
homes. '
c. Theaters, restaurants and shopping centers.
d. Hotels and motels.
e. Passenger vehicle service stations.

Interpretation Again, OSA - AC requirements apply to buildings, facilities and to private sidewalks, as weil.
The term "and shall include® as used in this section is meant to be an expanding term, in other
words the List of buildings - a through h is not inclusive but is intended to be representative
of the general types of buildings that are affected.

. (2) Any sanitary facilities which are made available for the public, clients or employees in
such accommodations or facilities.

'Interpletation Notice that all sanitary facilities made available to the public, ciients or employees must also
be made accessible.

(3) Any curb or sidewalk intended for public use that is constructed in this state with private
funds

Interpretation f  Notice! Privately funded curbs and sidewalks are included.

(4) All exigting privately funded public accommodations when alterations, structural repairs
or addigions are made to such public accommodations as set forth under 11A (5) above.

Interpretation @ Very Important! The requirements for existing privately funded buildings that are to be
remodeled are the same as for publicly funded. So you are referred to the publicly funded
sections to get this information.

EXCEPTION 1: In privately funded multi-storied passenger vehicle service stations,

shopping centers, offices of physicians and surgeons, and office buildings, subject to this

code, floors or levels above and below the first floor or ground level are exempt from

these requirements if a ramp or elevator is not available to provide public access to such
. floors or levels.

EXCEPTION 2: In privately funded multi-storied buildings, floors or levels above the
first floor or ground level are exempt from these requirements if a reasonable portion of

from the exterior arrival site. It can include parking areas, walks or sidewalks, ramps,
corridors, an elevator and doorways, etc., as necessary to provide for arrival at the site and
traversing to the actual interior area being remodeled.

EXCEPTION NO: 1. When the total construction cost of alterations, structural repairs or
additions does not exceed a valuation threshoid of $50,000, based on January 1981, “ENR
US20 Cities™ average construction cost index of 3372.02 (“Engineering News Record”™,
McGraw Hill Publishing Company), and the enforcing agency finds that compliance with
this code creates an unreasonable hardship, compliance shall be limited to the actual work
of the project. The enforcing agency shall, annually, update the valuation threshold to a
current amount based on the increase in the index since the last figure used.

Unreasonable Hardship

In some cases especially on small jobs, complying with 110A(b)11A(5) above would be
difficult or impossible because the cost of providing access is 100 high in relationship to the
total cost of the job. If this appears to be the cass and the value of the job contemplated is
under $50,000.00 (adjusted annually to the ENR index for cost of construction) then an
unreasonable hardship determination must be made in order to execute an exemption. To
do this there is a specific procedure to follow. This procedure is spelled out in the definition
chapter, specifically Section 422. Here, five criteria are spelled out that must be reviewed
and documented in order to conclude there is an unreasonabie hardship. Whatwe're sayirtg
is that you must always adhere to full compliance as detalled in the previous section
{110A(b)11A(5)) unless you find its a hardship.

One additional point, the $50,000.00 as adjusted each year is the cost of the job without
providing the accessibility features.

Another point; it is the intent of OSA that only the specific area that creates the unreasonable
hardship should be eliminated not all the access features.

Do not forget, the exemption only applies to the path of travel, restrooms, drinking fountains
and public phones serving the area, the area of remodel is not exempted by this section.

EXCEPTION NO: 2. Alterations, structural repairs or additions consisting of one of the

following shall be limited to the actual work of the project:

a. Altering one building entrance to meet handicapped/physically disabled requirements.
b. Altering one existing toilet facility to meet handicapped/ physically disabled require-
ments.

¢. Altering existing elevators to meet handicapped/physically disabled requirements.

d. Altering existing steps to meet handicapped/physically disabled requirements.

e. Altering existing handrails to meet handicapped/physically disabled requirements.
EXCEPTION NO: 3. Projects which consist only of heating, ventilation, air condition-
ing, remoﬁng. electrical work not involving placement of switches and receptacles,
cosmetic work that does not affect access, such as painting, carpeting, etc., are not consid-
ered alteration projects for purposes of accessibility for the handicapped/people with
physical dissbilities and shall not be subject to this code.

What does this mean?
The point here is that certain jobs may be done without triggering any other access
requirements. Those jobs are listed in this section.

Does cosmetic work trigger access?
No, but check with your local building department or OSA. Access is generally triggered
by structural modifications.

(1) All buildings, structures, sidewalks, curbs and related facilities constructed by the use of
the state, county or municipal funds, or the funds of any political subdivision of the state.

Appiication, Publicty Funded-Important!

This is the first statement regarding the application of OSA - Access Compliance require-
ments. It makes the statement that the OSA - AC regulations apply to all publicly funded
buildings, sidewalks, etc. This includes County funded, State funded, and City funded
buildings. It does notinclude 100% Federally funded buildings where the federal govem-
ment chooses to enforce their own Uniform Federal Standards. This section also includes
sidewalks. This means that public sidewalks are also regulated and must comply with OSA/
ACS requirements.

(2) All buildings, structures and facilities, occupied 50 percent or more, which are leased,
rented, contracted, sublet or hired for periods in excess of two years by any municipal
county, or state division of government, or by a special district. The determination as to
whether the building, structure or facility is occupied 50 percent or more shall be based
upon the usable floor area as defined in this code.

(3) All publicly funded living accommodations.

(4) All publicly funded buildings used for one or two family dwelling unit purposes shall
conform to the provisions applicable to living accommodations.

This section requires State College housing, City or County owned housing to comply with
the applicable sections of OSA/ACS requirements on living accommodations. Remember
this whole section is talking about Publicly Funded only.

(5) All existing publicly funded buildings and facilities when alterations, structural repairs or
additions are made to such buildings or facilities. This requirement shall apply only to the
area of specific alteration, structural repair or addition and shall include those areas listed
below:

a. A primary entrance to the building or facility and the primary path of travel to.
the specific area of alteration, structural repair or addition.
b. Sanitary facilities, drinking fountains and public telephones serving the arca.

Existing @ildings - Very important
This is the section that detsils the extent to which an existing building must comply if an
addition, alteration or repair is made. Full compliance in an existing building incorporates
the following work only:

1.The area of ramodet must comply.

2.A path of travel to the remodeled area must compty and

3. bathrooms, telephones and drinking fountains serving the remodeled area must comply.

These requirements apply to ail remodeling jobs regardiess of the valuation of the job.

Please notice that this section requires a primary path of travel to be made accessible.
OSA - AC interprets this to mean a single path of travel. One only. In the case of a high
rise building this would mean one elevator only and would notinclude any stairs as part
of the path of travel requirements.

Path of travel incorporates all elements necessary to provide access to the remodeled area

To determine which regulations apply to a B-2 (office) or an R-1 (apartment) or any other
occupancy, you must use and understand the application section. The very first place you
always refer to in part 2 (The compiled California Building Code/Uniform Building Code) is
the application section. This section explains which state agencies have authority over which
specific occupancies. it may be that several state regulatory agencies have authority over
a specific occupancy, such as an office, therefore you would need to adhere to all of their
requirements.

The application section contains the scope or parameter of application of the code provisions
adopted by each agency, in other words which kinds of buildings and specific types of
regulations an agency has the authority to control. In addition, it explains who is charged
with the enforcement of the agency's reguiations, and the specific statutory authority of each
agency to adopt and enforce such provisions. A simple example would be the application
of the state regulatory authority for housing, Housing and Community Development (H&CD).
Under Section 110 (b) 9, there's a list of those occupancies that H&CD has legislative
authority to govern. The listis as follows: Hotels, motels and apartment houses, employee
housing, lodging houses, dwellings and factory built housing.

Section 110 (b) 9 is therefore stating that the application of regulations written by H&CD is
confined to those occupancies enumerated in that list. You would never apply regulations
written by H&CD to a commercial building such as an office (B-2) nor does H&CD have any
authority to author such reguiations. In the case of the Accassibility Regulations adopted by
the Office of the State Architect (OSA), the application section is 110A (b) 11, it takes two
pages to complete the description of which buildings require access.

Once you understand the application of regulations by a state agency you then need to know
which regulations within any specific chapter belong to the agency in question. This is
accomplished by means of the matrix adoption tables found in the appendix of the compiled
codes.

So ittakes a combination of the application section pius the matrix adoption tables found in
the appendices of the compiled codes to identify which regulations make up the require-
ments for a specific occupancy such as the B-2 office example.

The point,”| guess, is that building codes and especially compiled codes only work by
capturing the big picture - you cannot read them on a sentence-by-sentence basis and
expect o get an accurate picture of the code requirement.

Below is a typical matrix adoption table. Itidentifies the parts of the chapter that have been
adopted or changed by the State Agency in question. In the case of the Office of the State
Architect, Access Compliance Section (OSA/ACS) those chapters marked with an “x" under
the column heading OSA/AC are the regulations we are concerned with. OSA/AC and OSA/
ACS are one in the same!

What's the point here?

The pointof this section is that Part 2 of Title 24 may contain only building reguiations, nothing
else. For example, it may not have appeals processes or administrative regulations, etc.
These types of regulations will go in other tites. (Note: The State Building Standards
Commission plans to create a new part 1, containing regulations for administering thqse
building regulations in the near future.) .

Title 24 is one of 25 titles that make up the Califomia Code of Regulations. These 25 tit
comprise all regulations of state agencies that write regulations. Each adopting agency has
atitle in which to place its particular regulations. You may be familiar with some of these. The
State Fire Marshal has regulations ir, Title 13. Cal-OSHA has theirs in Title 8. Housing and
Community Development have theirs in Title 25 and so on. In the past, building regulations
have been allowed in these various tites. However, at present all building reguiations must
be in one location; Title 24. So we have Title 24, a collection of many adopting agencies'
building regulations under a single cover. And now parts two through five are published as
compiled codes, combining these Title 24 parts with the model codes. B

Interpretation

This section seems to say that these regulations do not apply to work located in the public
right-of-way, what about sidewalks?

What this section means is that these regulations do not apply to work in the public way except
where specifically regulated; and there are several areas that are specifically regulated such
as curb ramps in public sidewalks.

What is the scope of these regulations?

This is part 2 of Title 24. And it encompasses basically the same subject material as the
Uniform Building Code. In general the regulations in Title 24 are additions or changes to the
model codes as deemed necessary by the various state regulatory agencies to fulfill their role
as mandated by the legislature. As an example, when the legislature perceived a need to
providgbaccessibility to the disabled, they passed a law requiring the development of
regula to do justthat. Thus OSAJACS (Office of the State Architect/Access Compliance
Section} was given the responsibility to write regulations governing accessibility, and the
regulations that are developed become part of Title 24. If the Uniform Building Code had
incorporated all the ragulations necessary to carry out the legislative intent OSA/ACS could
have just adopted those parts of the Uniform Building Code by reference and the job would
have been done. However, since the legislature went well beyond the scope developed in
the Uniform Building Code, it was up to the adopting agency, OSA/ACS, to write additional
regulations or changes to existing Uniform Building Code requirements to fulfill the mandate
of the Legislature.

In some cases OSA/ACS adopted existing portions of the Uniform Building Code, in some
cases they modified the Uniform Building Code requirements and in other cases they added
to or deleted fromthe Uniform Building Code requirements. in order to unravel this procedure
you must read ail of this application section which explains how to use Title 24 and the
compiled model codes.

Interpretation

What do you mean by “this part*?

You are looking at Part 2 of Title 24. Presently there are 12 parts that make up Title 24. Part
I is the administrative section for use by the group thatis in charge of Title 24, the Building
Standards Commission.

Parts 2, 3, 4 and 5 are those sections that mustinteract with the model codes. Stateregulatory
agencies sometimes modify the model codes to camy out a legislative mandate. This is done
in parts 2 through 5. The format of these parts has therefore been arranged to appear just
like the model code counterpart. Part 2 is formatted like the Uniform Building Code, Part 3
is like the National Electrical Code, Part 4 is like the Uniform Mechanical Code, and Part5is
like the Uniform Plumbing Code. In fact, these parts are now available as compiled
publications, joining the model code with the state counterpart, distributed by the model
code organizations and published as single documents. These new compiled documents
will now be commonly referred to as the California Building Code (also known as part 2 of Title
24), The California Electrical Code (also known as part 3 of Tile 24), The Califomia
Mechanical Code {also known as part 4 of Title 24) and The California Plumbing Code (also
known as part 5 of Tite 24).

These new compiled codes will be published with white pages for the model code language,
and colored pagaes for the state language. On any given colored page of state language,
there may be produced both state language and model code language. To differentiate
between the two, they will be produced in different text types. State language will be
producedinitalics style text, model code language will be produced in regular text type. For
purposes of this Interpretive Manual, we have chosen notto reproduce theitalics/ regular text
scheme of Title 24. Virtually all of the access regulations are State language, and would
therefore have to be reproduced in italic, which is much less readable than regular text. The
exception to this is Chapter 4, Definitions. This chapter has been reproduced in Title 24

EXAMPLE #1

How would you determine the access requirements for an existing privately funded multi-
story office building that has an elevator and that is going to have a suita remodeled on the
third floor? What regulations apply if any?

110A(b)11B(1) is a general statement regarding the affected occupancy types.
110A(b)11B(1)g is the specific occupancy type.

110A(b)11B(2): States that sanitary faciliies are required for the public, clients and
employees.

110A(b)11B(3): Requires curb and sidewalk accessibility.

110A(b)11B(4) sets out the requirements for existing buildings.

110A(b)11B EXCEPTION No. 1 and No. 2 detail requirements for multi-story privately funded
buildings.

Step 3

Here's what we're looking for. 110A(b)11B EXCEPTION No. 1 says multi-storied office

buildings are exempt on upper floors if there is no elevator. In our example, we have an
elevator so upper floors must comply.

Step 4

Now let's look at 110A(b)11B4, the existing building requirements. We are referred to
110A(b)11AS, 6 and 7, where the requirements are speiled out.

We are remodeling one suite on an upper floor therefor these sections apply and require:
1. The area itself must comply with the regulations (full compliance).

2. Asingle path of travel must comply, that means a primary entrancs, cormidors, doors, one
elevator, rampe, and parking must comply with the regulations. All components necessary
to complete a single path of travel must be made accessibie from the arrival site to the area
of remodel.

3. Sanitary facilities, drinking fountains and public phones where provided; only those
serving the area being remodeied must be made accessible.

Step 8

Our nextmove is to go to each of the chapters for the specific regulations regarding the work
contemplated in this building.

Such as Chapter 8 through 12 for occupancy requirements.
Chapter 5 for sanitary requirements.

We've made this chapter look just like the chapter in the compiled State Building Code; that
is, it has all the definitions, not just the ones adopted by OSA/ACS. It also is the only chapter
in this Interpretive Manual which reproduces the format of the Compiled State Building Code
to indicate the distinction between State language and UBC language. State language is
indicated by italic type, and UBC language is indicated by regular type.

This means that you will need to usa the adoption tables in the appendix in order to identify
which regulations were adopted by and effect Access Compliance. As an example of the
kind of problem that could develop by not using the adoption tables look at the first exception.
This exception is not one developed or adopted by the Access Compliance Section and
therefor has nothing to do with accessibility. You would only know this by using the adoption
tablee and identifying definitions promuigated by OSA/ACS. As you may remember, the
adoption tables are in the appendix.

(a) ACCESS FLOOR SYSTEM is an assembly consisting of panels mounted on pedestals to provide an
under-floor space for the installations of mechanical, electrical, communication or similar systems or
10 serve as an air-supply or return-air plenum.

() ACCESSIBILITY is the combination of various elements in a building or area which allows access,
circulation and the full use of the building and facilities by handicapped people.

Inempretation

These regulations are meant to provide minimum standards for barrier free design. The
elimination of physical barriers determines the accessibility of a building or area.

Notice that this definition is printed in italic type. This indicates that itis language written t?y
the State, as opposed o the previous definition, which was taken directly from UBC, as is
indicated by the fact that it is in reguiar type.

(¢c) ACCESSIBLE LOCATION is a location which can be reached by an employee sianding on the
floor, platform, runway or other permanent working area.

(d) ADDITION is an extension or increase in floor area or height of a building or structure.
(¢) ADULT is a person who has attained or exceeds the age of 18 years.

() AGED HOME OR INSTITUTION is a facility used for the housing of persons 65 years of age or
older in need of care and supervision [see Definition, Section 404(a)].

{2) AGRICULTURAL BUILDING is a structure designed and constructed to house farm implements,
hay, grain, poultry, livestock or other horticultural products. This structure shall not be a place of
human habitation or a place of employment where agricultural products are processed, treated or
packaged; nor shall it be a place used by the public.

(h) AISLE is a circulation path between objects such as seats, tables, merchandise, equipment, displays,
shelves, desks, etc.

Interpretation Check Chapter 5 for wheelchair maneuvering dimensions and Section 3315.1 (a) and (b) for
aisle width requirements. Furniture layouts are required to adhere to these requirements.

() AISLE, EMPLOYEE AREAS (as required for architectural accessibility) is a space that servesasa
passageway which is created by architectaral components such as walls, fixed cabinetry or fixtures
and not moveable components such as furniture

() ALLEY is any public way or thoroughfare less than 16 feet but not less than 10 feet in width which
has been dedicated or deeded to the public for public use.

(k) ALTER OR ALTERATION is any change, addition or modification in construction or OCCUPANCY.
(D ANSI. American National Standards Institute.

(m) APARTMENT HOUSE is any building or portion thereof which contains three or mare dwelling
units and, for the purpose of this code, includes residential condominiums.

(n) APPROVED, as to materials and types of construction, refers to approval by the building official as
the result of investigation and tests conducted by him, or by reason of accepted principles or tests by
recognized authorities, technical or scientific organizations. '

Approved means meeting the approval of the enforcement agency, except as otherwise provided by
statute, when used in connection with any system, material, type of construction, fixture or appliance
as the result of invéstigation and test conducted by the agency, or by reason of accepted principles or
tests by national a@ihorities, technical, health, or scientific organizations or agencies.

NOTE: See Health and Safety Code Section 17921.1 for “approved” as applied io hot-plates. See
Health and Safety Code Section 17921 3 for “approved™ as applied to low flush water closets.

(0) APPROVED AGENCY is an established and recognized ageacy regularly mgagedinconducﬁng
tests or furnishing inspection services, when such agency has been approved by the building official.

(p) APPROVED FABRICATOR is an established and qualified person, firm or corporation approved
by the building official pursuant to Section 306(g) of this code.

(¢) APPROVED LISTING AGENCY is any agency approved by the enforcement agency unless other-
wise provided by statute which is in the business of listing and labeling and which makes available at
least an annual published report of such listings in which specific information is included that the
product has been tested 1o recognized standards and found to comply.

(r) APPROVED TESTING AGENCY is any agency which is determined by the enforcement agency,
except as otherwise provided by statute, to have adequate personnel and expertise to carry out the
testing of systems, materials, type of construction fixtures or appliances.

(s) AREA. (Sec “Floor Area.”)

(t) ASSEMBLY BUILDING is a building or portion of a building used or intended to be used for the
gathering together of 50 or more persons for such purposes as deliberation, education, instruction,
worship, entertainment, amusement, drinking, dining or awaiting transportation.

(w) AUTOMATIC, as applied to fire protection devices, is a device or system providing an emergency
function without the necessity of human intervention and activated as a result of a predetermined
temperature rise, rate of rise of temperature or increase in the level of combustion products such as is
incorporated in an automatic sprinkler system, automatic fire door, etc. B

(a) BALCONY is that portion of the seating space of an assembly room, the lowest part of which is
raised 4 feet or more above the level of the main floor and shall include the area providing access
the seating area or serving only as a foyer.

RAMP. See “Pedestrian Ramp” or “Curb Ramp.”

REASONABLE PORTION shall mean that segment of a building, facility, area. space or condition
which would normally be necessary if the activity therein is to be accessible by the handicapped.

RECOMMEND does not require mandatory acceptance, but identifies a suggested action which
shall be considered for the purpose of providing a greater degree of accessibility to the physically
handicapped.

REMODELING. See “Alter or Alteration.”

REPAIR (UBC definition)

RESTRAINT shall mean the physical retention of a person within a room, cell or cell block by any
means; or within the exterior walls of a building by means of locked doors inoperable by the: person
restrained. Restraint shall also mean the physical binding, strapping or similar restriction of.any
person in a chair, walker, bed or other contrivance for the purpose of deliberately restricting the free
movement of ambulatory persons.

Restraint shall not be construed to include nonambulatory persons nor shall it include the use of
bandage material, strip sheeting or other fabrics or materials (soft ties) used to restrain persons in
hospital-type beds or wheelchairs to prevent injury, provided an approved method of quick release is
maintained. Facilities employing the use of soft ties, however, shall be classified as a building used
to house nonambulatory persons.
